Dear Church Family,

At the time of my writing, I still have scrapes, bruises and bites on my body after my 
wonderful "vacation" of providing water to my husband as he canoed down the San
Marcos/Guadalupe Rivers in the Texas Water Safari. It's a 262 mile canoe race from San
Marcos to Seadrift. They pack all the food in the boat, but we, the ground crew, provide
them water and ice. You can ask him about his experience, but there was a point at the
end of the race where they had to go without water for a few hours.  And, they were very,
very relieved when they finally got to drink some clean water.

Thirst. There is probably nothing worse than being overly-thirsty. When we finally got 
settled from the race and checked our messages, we received an upsetting call. Our
close friend for 13 years lost his battle with cancer. And, suddenly another thirst came
over us. Only, it wasn't physical. It was a spiritual thirst. A thirst for answers to questions.
Especially the question of "why." 

As our physical thirst moved to a much more urgent spiritual thirst, I was reminded of
John 4:6-15, the Woman at the Well passage. Please read it. A Samaritan woman
encounters Jesus, and he asks her for a drink from the well. And, after much boldness on
each other's parts, Jesus moves from discussing physical water to living water. And he
says, "The water I will give will become…a spring of water gushing up to eternal life."  In
this encounter, there is a heart-to-heart connection and a heart-to-heart inner seeing. In
this passage, Jesus is truly revealed, as one that ultimately quenches our thirst…our
longings, our desires for answers, our sorrow and our pain. May you also experience this
gushing spring of water that quenches your thirst.
